You will receive full credit for turning in your ‘reading response’ as long as your writing demonstrates that you have a working knowledge of the assigned readings for the week. If it is evident from your writing that you have not read the assigned reading for the week you will not receive credit.
Assigned Paper:
The assignment will be handed out during recitation.

The paper is to be typed in 12 point font and is to be double spaced. You will need to proof-read your paper before turning it in (to check for spelling and grammatical errors). College level writing is expected.   
Emailed papers and work left under my office door will not be accepted. 
If you do not attend recitation, you are missing the opportunity to turn in your “reading response” for the week.
