Recitation Assignments

2.  Writing Sample

Early in the semester, you will be required to submit a short (1 paragraph) writing sample.  This will allow us to assess your basic writing abilities (Can you construct a thesis statement?  Can you structure a paragraph?) and provide you with feedback that may be of value to you when you begin writing papers for this course.
