Description
This course is designed to supplement the SOCY 1016 lecture material. My responsibility as the recitation instructor is to provide greater clarity to the issues and/or material that is presented in the larger lecture classes, as well as the supplementary readings. Keeping with this aim, I will tailor our class (1) to help you better understand the content of what is covered in class and (2) to have the material make sense in your everyday lives. The purpose of this recitation is to provide an opportunity for students to actively engage in the material discussed in lecture and readings. We will focus primarily on the readings. Therefore, it is imperative that you come to class having read and thought about the material. Most importantly, you should be prepared to talk about it. Recitation sessions also provide an opportunity to clarify questions and to explore themes not covered in the lecture or readings. 
Participation: Because this class is meant to help you better understand the material covered in the larger lectures, your participation is important in the learning process. Your participation grade will be made up of in-class assignments, small group work, and, of course, your participation in classroom discussion. In addition to this, your participation grade will be dependent on your behavior in the classroom. We will cover a number of potentially sensitive subject areas throughout this course, and while I encourage everyone to think independently and critically, we have to maintain a courteous and respectful classroom environment. The behavior component of your participation grade will also include you showing up to class on time, being attentive in class, and respecting the floor when others are talking. I expect all students to participate in class discussions even if that only means being an avid listener. Participation in recitation is crucial. In class discussions, if students do not demonstrate that they have read AND thought about the material, I may end discussion early and students will be expected to independently answer several questions about the reading. These questions will be considered part of your in-class work.
