Overview

 The recitation is designed both to facilitate learning of the material presented in lecture and to provide students with a forum to discuss sociological ideas and perspectives.  Because recitation is discussion oriented, student participation is the driving force behind a good class experience. Students are expected to attend class prepared to present their own ideas and listen to the ideas of others - always in a respectful manner.

Section Attendance

Recitation Grading 

(Worth 40% of Final Class Grade)

In-class open book quizzes (10 quizzes worth 10 points = 100 points) focused on the class readings will be given at ten of the class meeting times. Quiz dates will not be announced in advance, and missed quizzes may not be made up. Quizzes may not be taken early or late. Please note: If you leave class early after taking the quiz your quiz will not be graded. 

A short paper (100 points) will also be assigned in your recitation class. You and two of your classmates will work together on a short paper that will be due Tuesday, September 30. The details of this assignment will be given, and preliminary work for the paper will take place in your recitation section. If you miss the recitations in which the paper is covered, you will be responsible for connecting with your team to catch up on the work so that you contribute equitably. If you missed these recitations, I will not summarize them for you by email. You will need to rely on your classmates for the information you missed.
