“Reading Responses”:

Each recitation you will be asked to write a response in 5 minutes to a question or two that will focus upon an aspect of the assigned reading(s) for the week. You may also be asked to apply what you are learning to current events.

You will receive full credit for turning in your ‘reading response’ as long as your writing demonstrates that you have a working knowledge of the assigned readings for the week. If it is evident from your writing that you have not read the assigned reading for the week you will not receive credit.

If you anticipate that you will have trouble finishing the response in 5 minutes you will need to contact Shannon Coffey as soon as possible to discuss your concern.

Emailed reading responses and work left under my office door will not be accepted. 

If you do not attend recitation, you are missing the opportunity to turn in your “reading response” for the week.

Please keep all returned exams (and other returned work) in the event that you have a grade dispute at the end of the semester.
