Overview:

The premise for our class is to further discuss the concepts from the main lecture as well as the assigned readings. This means I will be encouraging each of you to communicate your thoughts, reactions, ideas, and questions regarding the material. This class will be challenging on many levels, not only in academic rigor, but also in attempting to allow your mind to break outside the traditional views of sexuality in our society. The class should be enjoyable although uncomfortable at times, and as informative as possible. The format will consist foremost of lecture, but will also include class and small group discussion. 

Expectations for Behavior and Conduct

· Attending recitation is paramount. You may be surprised by how well your attendance and your performance in class are correlated. If you miss a class, you will risk missing a quiz. 

· Avoid distractions. If you are using a laptop to take notes, don’t play online poker. If you have a cell phone, turn it off or silence it. If you have an emergency phone call that you must answer, please inform me before class.

· Don’t be late. I will generally give quizzes at the beginning of class and if you are late you may miss part of or all of the assignment. There will be NO make-ups, so please come on time. Let me reiterate: There are no make-ups. If you miss class or arrive late and miss the quiz, you will lose those points regardless of the excuse. 

· Secondly being on time is important because we have only 50 minutes to cover a vast amount of material, which is easily consumed by lecture alone. If you arrive late, you will miss entire topics of discussion or chapters from the text. 

· If and when there is discussion or inquiry about the chapter material, do not proceed to whine, snicker, glare, spit, throw objects, or bad mouth your peers. Some of the material may be uncomfortable (actually you can count on being uncomfortable), however you may only attack or disagree with ideas, theories, research findings and so on from the text, but keep your assaults focused on the issues and ideas and not other students. You are expected to refrain from making derogatory comments dealing with differences of race, religion, gender differences, sexual orientation, and other potentially sensitive issues.

Grading:

The recitation counts for 100 points of your overall grade for the course. Keep this in mind: 100 points is the equivalent of two tests. I repeat: TWO TESTS. I implore you for your own sake to come to recitation prepared for a quiz, and to always complete the assigned reading prior to the first lecture of the week.  

· Quizzes: there will be ten quizzes, each worth ten points throughout the semester. Each quiz will consist of five questions, each question worth two points. I will not announce when the quizzes will be given, however with ten quizzes to give throughout the semester you can reasonably assume there will be one each week. Again it is your responsibility to come prepared to class! The quizzes will cover lecture, recitation, and reading assignments and should be fair game with no surprises.
