Description

The purpose of this recitation is to provide an opportunity for students to actively engage in the material discussed in lecture and readings. It is imperative that you come to class having read and thought about the material. Most importantly, you should be prepared to work in small groups and encourage discussion among your fellow classmates. 

Attendance and Participation

Attendance in recitation is required and will affect your overall grade. Attendance will be taken at the beginning of class, so be on time. Being consistently late will also impact your overall grade. If you miss class, you are responsible for getting notes and assignments from a classmate. If you know in advance that you have to miss a recitation you must provide documentation to me at least a week in advance. If you miss recitation because of illness, a death in the family you must provide me with documentation within one week..  If you have any questions regarding this policy, please bring them to my attention immediately. 

Participation in recitation is crucial. Recitation is not only a time to address questions that you have about the reading and lecture material, it will also be an opportunity to learn new material that WILL show up on the midterm and final exam. Your participation grade will be determined based on your attendance, writing assignments, your participation in small group discussions AND your participation in whole-recitation discussions.

Assignments and Grades

In-Class Writing

Each week in recitation you will be required to complete a short writing assignment related to the required reading and recitation material. These assignments will be graded on a 0-3 scale and will be due in class.  

Small Group Work

Throughout the semester you will be working with small groups to discuss the material and share thoughts and ideas. Part of your participation grade will be determined by how actively you participate in these groups

Class Discussion

One of the primary goals of recitation is to share thoughts and ideas with your classmates. The final part of your participation grade will be determined by your participation in recitation discussions.

Posting Grades

You will not receive a grade each week for your writing or group work. Instead you will receive a midterm grade to inform you of your progress on the writing assignments and participation. You are more than welcome to visit me during office hours anytime throughout the semester if you have further questions.
