Sociology 4024 is an overview of American delinquency. Topics to be discussed include the history of delinquency, measurement of crime, causes, and it’s prevention and control.

Required Text: Robert M. Regoli, John D. Hewitt, & Matt DeLisi, Delinquency in Society, 7th edition (2008). If you purchase a new copy of the text (not used), I will refund you the royalty I received on the book, which is $4.Give me a copy of the receipt showing that you purchased a new copy of the text (authors receive no royalty on used copies.)

Tests (300 points). There will be 3 objective tests, worth 50 points each, covering only material from the assigned readings for each test section.  

The final exam will also be objective, but to make it equivalent to the tests over assigned reading, it is worth 150. The Final Exam will only cover all material presented in class (e.g., lectures, videos, handouts, guest speakers, etc.)
