Attendance/Participation: You are allowed two absences throughout the course of our recitation schedule. The readings are to be completed before you come to the recitation course.  We will many times engage with the online and supplementary readings so make sure you are up to date with these readings, as well as those from the textbook.

Applying Sociology: Throughout the semester eight activities will be assigned and/or incorporated into the recitation schedule.  These activities will require you to apply your sociological imagination to specific topics of interest.  Your participation and completion of each of these activities is worth 10 points.  Graded on the quality of your participation and completed work, your six highest “Applying Sociology” grades will be added to your recitation points and the lowest two will be dropped.
