Goals of Lab:

Particularly in a class devoted to discussion of “deviant” attitudes/behaviors, tolerance is crucial.  Our goal is to create an environment of mutual respect in the classroom. Lists of relevant concepts and important terms to be discussed in each week’s lab are available on-line at Patti’s website, http://spot.colorado.edu/~adler.  You are required to print these lists out each week before lab and use them as outlines to take notes as we cover the chapters during lab.  I also strongly encourage you to print out these lists and use them as guidelines when reading assigned chapters from Constructions of Deviance. You can access the lists by going to Patti’s website, clicking on “Deviance,” and then clicking on “Reading Lists.”

Attendance Policy:

You are to attend the lab in which you are enrolled.  If something suddenly comes up and you cannot attend your assigned lab, you can receive attendance credit by attending one of my other labs during the same week (see schedule on page 1). You should attend another TA’s lab as a last resort if it is not possible for you to attend any of my three weekly labs, but you will not receive credit.   

Grading Policy: Lab is worth 25% of your overall course grade (equal in weight to one exam). The scoring breaks down as follows: Total Points: 50+25+25= 100 points. I will calculate the recitation grade on a weighted scale, but follows the general structure: 100- 90 = A range, 

89-80 = B range, 79-70 = C range, 69-60 = D range, and 59-0 = F. 
1) Attendance: Taken each week at the beginning of class (see policy above). 50pts.


2) Assignments/Quizzes: There will be 5 formal assignments/quizzes throughout the 
              semester. Each is worth 5 points. No make-ups for missed quizzes. 25pts.


3) Participation and in-class discussion: At the end of the semester, I will calculate a   
             discussion grade that represents your level of active participation in class discussions, 
              including asking/answering questions.  This is based on a 25-point scale: 24-25=A, 
              23=A-, 22=B+...In general, discussion will be graded C- or higher; however, if your 
              participation has been detrimental to the class or consistently disruptive, I reserve the right 
              to give you a discussion grade in the D or F range. 25pts.
