TESTS (200):  There are 4 tests in the course. Each test is worth 50 points. Tests will consist of 50 multiple-choice and true-false questions; worth one point each, from the assigned reading and lecture. While Test 4 will also be a 50-question exam, it will be a comprehensive final, covering reading and lecture material presented during the semester. Please bring a #2 pencil to each exam.
Exam dates for Tests 1-3 are February 11 (Thursday), March 18 (Thursday), and April 22 (Thursday). Exam dates for Test 4 are:
TEST 4 for the 9:30 AM class is Monday, May 3 at 1:30 PM.

TEST 4 for the 11:00 AM class is Tuesday, May 4 at 4:30PM PM.

There are no make-up exams. If you miss an exam, you will receive zero (0) points on it.. 
There is no extra credit. Please do not ask.

Papers (20 points): During the week of the World Affairs Conference, April 5-9, you will be required to attend 2 sessions and write (type) a 1-page paper commenting on the session. Papers must be type and are due in class on April 13, 2010. No late papers or papers that are not typed will be accepted.
