Goals of Lab:
Labs are designed to supplement Patti’s lectures, and provide an opportunity to discuss and further explore materials presented in the reader in a class setting.  Because this class is devoted to the discussion of “deviant” attitudes and behaviors, we will cover many controversial issues and it’s likely that students will hold many different and possibly conflicting perspectives. It is entirely appropriate to disagree with ideas but NEVER appropriate to personally attack those with whom you disagree.  Focus on sharing perspectives rather than opinions (we’ll talk about this difference). 
A respectful attitude will allow us to have more lively discussions and this will enable you to remember the material more vividly. The result should be better comprehension and grades for everyone. Because excellence in this course depends in part on the quality of the classroom environment we create together, your commitment to both mutual respect and active participation is crucial and we expect each student to help create a positive experience.

General Class Policies
Use of Classroom Time: 
We have a lot of material to work through each class and thus will need all available class time each day. You can expect me to begin and end class on time each day. Be prepared to start class on time and do not pack your bags until our fifty minutes together have expired. Complete all assigned readings before you come to lab (the reading schedule can be found on Patti’s website). All cell phones must be silenced and put away before class starts. Ringing or vibrating cell phones (or other electronics), texting, or other non-class activities are distracting to your fellow students and myself.

You are required to print these lists out each week before lab and use them as outlines to take notes as we discuss the chapters during lab.  You will benefit if you print out these lists before doing the assigned readings, and use them as guidelines. Attendance Policy:
Attendance is taken at the beginning of each lab. You are allowed one free absence. After this, your attendance and participation grade will be deducted. If you are sick or have a legitimate reason to miss class, it is your responsibility to email me prior to our lab start time.
Attend the lab in which you are enrolled.  If for some reason you cannot attend your assigned lab, you can receive attendance credit by attending one of my other labs during the same week (see schedule on page 1). It is your responsibility to make sure this attendance is recorded. If you cannot attend one of my labs, I encourage you to attend a lab taught by another TA in order to get the materials for the week. You will not receive attendance credit for labs that you attend which are taught by another TA.
Grading Policy: 
Lab is worth 25% of your overall course grade (equal in weight to one exam). The lab grades will be curved consistent with the overall Deviance course structure. I will calculate the recitation grade on a weighted scale, but follow the general structure: 100- 90 = A-range, 89-80 = B-range, 79-70 = C-range, 69-60 = D-range, and 59-0 = F. The scoring breaks down as follows: Total Lab Percentages: 50+25+25= 100 percent.
1) Attendance: Taken each week at the beginning of class (see policy above). 50%.

2) Pop-Quizzes: You will receive 5 formal pop-quizzes throughout the semester. These will focus on material from the assigned readings for the day. Each is worth 5 points. There will be no make-ups for missed quizzes. 25%.

3) Participation and in-class discussion: At the end of the semester, I will calculate a discussion grade that represents your level of active participation in class discussions, including asking/answering questions. You have to be in attendance and have completed the readings in order to receive participation credit. In general, discussion will be graded C- or higher; however, if your participation has been detrimental to the class or consistently disruptive, I reserve the right to give you a discussion grade in the D or F range. 25%.
Extra Credit
No extra credit is assigned at this time. Any extra opportunities given will be available to the entire class. I do not assign extra credit on an individual basis to bolster grades, so if you are not doing well it is up to you to see me about study habits.
