Sociology Major Information

 (Sociology does not offer a minor.)

· Complete a minimum of 36 hours (maximum of 45) in Sociology. Students doing SOCY honors are allowed a maximum of 51 hours in Sociology.

· At least 21 SOCY credits must be upper-division, 3000 and 4000. (A minimum of 15 of these upper-division credits must be taken through UCB or through a UCB Study Abroad program.)

· Theory requirement: Students declaring the SOCY major after Fall 2005 must complete SOCY 3001 (Classical Theory).

· All major courses must be completed with a grade of C- or better.

· Minimum SOCY GPA at the time of graduation must be 2.000 minimum.

· *Students may substitute a non-SOCY statistics course for SOCY 2061 or 4061 (C- minimum required), thus requiring an additional SOCY elective course (3 credits upper-division or lower-division). Consult your advisor.
· Consult your CU catalog (available on-line) for course prerequisites. Past course syllabi are also available in Ketchum 219 (department office).  If you have questions about prerequisite course work, contact the instructor.
